The Japan Pair Go Association will transfer the 50% of expense to your bank 
account later. (The transfer will be made by the bank rate of the date the Japan Pair Go 
Association will transfer.)

Tournament Rules
・5-round Swiss system 
・All games to be played on even, with Black giving a komi of 6½ points. 
・The time allowance is 45 minutes. If a pair runs out of time, they lose. 
・The penalty for a rotation error is three points. 
・Any problems arising during play will be settled by the referee. The referee’s decision is final. 

Others
・Players and guest officials are obligated to take part in all official events from 25 to 27 October. 
・Apart from the Goodwill match, male players are requested to wear jackets and ties. 
・Female players are required to wear formal clothing during the tournament. 

(Casual dress such as jeans and sneakers is not allowed. ) 
・Please book a flight arriving in Japan on Oct 24th and leaving Japan on Oct 28th. Please come 
directly to the tournament hotel from the airport. If you cannot take a flight as specified above, 
please consult the organizers in advance. Please do not forget to submit a flight quote before 
booking. Please understand that in some circumstances we may not be able to comply with 
your request.
